-- Preserves trees on steep slopes (greater than 20%)Preserves trees on steep slopes (greater than 20%)

-- Creates a buffer around the regulatory floodplain:Creates a buffer around the regulatory floodplain:

-- 60 feet wide in Edwards Recharge Zone and 60 feet wide in Edwards Recharge Zone and 
Contributing ZoneContributing Zone

-- 30 feet wide elsewhere in the City and ETJ30 feet wide elsewhere in the City and ETJ
